Students study the pH scale, the
strength of acids and alkalis and the
names of some everyday examples.
Students will learn how these
substances are dealt with in the
laboratory as well as the associated
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Solar System and the Universe as a whole; the
properties of stars and the behaviours of the
planets held in orbit around them by gravity
forces; the structure of the Universe and the
technology used to gather evidence about it.

Energy

Students study a wide range of energy
transfers and energy resources with a
particular focus on heating and cooling.
They explore the advantages and
disadvantages of different energy
resources, evaluating their suitability
for production of electricity. Students
then investigate ways to control energy
transfer. Finally students look at the
calculations involved with energy
transfer including work done, power and
the costs of domestic electricity.

Waves

Students study: how different types of
waves transfer energy from place to
place; the motion of particles within
water and sound waves and how waves
superimpose one each other; the
reflection and refraction of light and the
applications of mirrors and lenses; how
sound is transmitted and heard along
with the applications of sound waves.
